Read John 14:1-27 as a group.

1. This passage takes place during the last supper. Pick out the things in this

passage that jump out at you concerning peace and comfort. —

2. Compare vrs. 1 and 18 and discuss how comfort is directly tied to Jesus. As
a disciple of Jesus, what is your response to His words here?

3. When in your life did you have turmoil and not peace, or discomfort
instead of comfort? How did you work with Jesus to get through that?

4. Vs. 27 states, “Don’t let your heart be troubled and do not be afraid.” Talk
about your part in finding this comfort. How would you explain the key
that Jesus is giving us here to not being troubled or fearful?

5. How many of your friends have gone through these emotions? How have
you comforted them or wished you could comfort them?

6. How important is your role as a disciple to bring Jesus to your
world? Discuss how this connects with all the hurt, pain, problems, etc
you see.

Looking back over this week's teaching, what is most important for you to
remember and why? How will you grow in the area you have identified?
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
