4. Verse 16 has an amazing statement, “strengthened with power through
His Spirit in your inner being.” How would you describe this verse?

5. Vs. 17 brings up the phrase about Christ dwelling in our hearts through
faith. Describe how your heart is considered as the house Christ lives in,
Jesus home? Does this make you reassured, sober, scared, happy, etc?

6. How is being “rooted and established in love” a key component to the
promises revealed here in vs. 18-19?7 What hurdles do you have to
accomplish this? What pathways are available for you to accomplish this?

7. How can someone work these promises out with other believers?
